AGENDA
I. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm.
II. The minutes of the August Meeting were read and approved.
III. Report of Officers
A. President’s Report presented by Colleen Krezel, PTA President.  Thanked everyone for all of the volunteer work so far this year.  Reminded everyone that chesptaonline.com email addresses are available.  Discussed copy room availability: Best time to copy is between 8-9am, between 12:15-12:45pm, and after 12:45pm.  Thursdays are the worst time to copy, so avoid that day.  Reminded everyone to use middle and high school volunteers as needed.
B. Treasurer’s Report presented by Colleen Krezel, PTA President.  Total as of October 2nd was $13,983.00. 
C. Principal’s Report presented by Mrs. Hines, CHES Principal.  Enrollment as of 10/15 is 840 (28 students over projected).  The school received some additional funds due to this.  A report was submitted to the Central Review Committee regarding Children’s’ engineering, all goals and ways to accomplish these goals.  CHES will now be tracking volunteer hours, and it may become possible to log in from home and track home volunteering as well.  5 people from a teacher sorority spoke to retired teachers and two will be coming to CHES to work with students.  Int’l Walk to School Day went very well, may repeat once per quarter.  The new copier arrived – the old copier has been moved to the conference room and is available anytime.  Letters to 3rd-5th students went home for tutorials for those who need extra help.  CHES is applying for a learning lunch grant for 3rd, 4th, and 5th graders (5 each) targeting children who need math help.  Teachers have begun Children’s Engineering projects.
IV. Report of Committees
A. Membership report presented by Colleen Krezel.  Membership forms will be left with teachers during conferences to try to get numbers up.  Membership is currently at 68%.  Suggestion to produce a slideshow showing parents what the PTA does and where membership money goes.  The committee is working on a plan to create incentives for classrooms that reach 100% membership.
B. Fundraising report presented by Melinda Allen.  The Fall fundraiser is complete with $1,145 in direct donations, $15, 011 from cookies and catalog sales, and $1,249 in online sales.  Total profit is $9,072.  Delivery date TBA – will need many volunteers to help with unloading and pickup.  A motion was made by Melinda Allen to give students with over $200 in sales or donations 2 free tickets to the Santa Breakfast.  The motion was seconded by Jennifer Halligan and approved.  
C. Programs report – Family fitness night is set for Tuesday, February 15, 2011.
D. Bylaws report given by Cassie Craze.  The proposed revisions to the bylaws have been sent and will be voted on at the next meeting.
E. Reflections report given by Dawn Weber.  The Reflections assembly was held on September 29th.  Entries are due by October 22nd.  There will be a program on November 16th at 7pm.
F. Yearbook report given by Sarah Marks.  Sales are approximately 245 books.  The committee will be sending out one more order form before the December 1st deadline.  The committee has decided to go with a photo mosaic cover for the yearbook.
G. Holiday House report given by Susan Blackwell.  The Holiday House is scheduled for Saturday, December 11th.  Strong volunteers are needed to help collect money and distribute items at the end of the silent auction.  Reservation forms for Santa’s Café will be sent out in November.  Dads are needed for cooking.  The due date for silent auction donations is Friday, December 3rd; due date for Santa breakfast reservations is December 8th; class basket assembly for the silent auction is Thursday, December 9th from 3:30-5:30 in the cafeteria.
H. County Council report – none presented.
I. Recycling Report presented by Colleen Krezel.  CHES has collected 2,078 lbs of paper.  2, 500 juice pouches, 2,000 chip bags, and 300 lunch kits have been collected for TerraCycle.  Volunteers are needed on Tuesdays and Fridays from 2:00-2:30 to help with juice pouches, etc.
J. Curriculum Enrichment report presented by Brooke Butler.  The 3-5th grades will see an Opera on November 23rd.  Theater IV will come in the spring for all grade levels.  A survey was sent to teachers for ideas on funds and what to do with them.
K. Newsletter report given by Jill Hellman.  The October deadline is the 22nd.  All of the newsletters will be online as of now.
